Size: approx 45” diameter 
 
J hook 
 4 skeins Red Heart Super Saver - (7 oz /264 yds per skein, 198 g/ 333m per skein) 4 colours - A, 
B, C, D 
stitch markers 
 
Pattern is done in the round. Do not join rounds 
 
Round 1: With A ch 8, join with sl st to form ring. Ch3 (counts as 1st dc), 2dc in ring, chg to B, 
3dc in ring, chg to C, 3dc in ring, chg to D, 3dc in ring. (12 dc in ring).  
 
Round 2:  Place marker to mark beginning of round. With D, 2dc in each of next 3 dc, chg to A, 
2dc in each of next 3 dc, chg to B, 2dc in each of next 3 dc, chg to C, 3dc in each of next 3 dc 
(24 dc) 
 
Rnd 3: With C, *(2dc in next dc, dc in next dc) 3 times*. Repeat * to * with each of D, A, B.  (36 
dc) 
 
Rnd 4:  With B, *(2dc in next dc, dc in next 2 dcs) 3 times*. Repeat * to * with each of C, D, A 
(48 dc) 
 
Rnd 5: With A, *(2dc in next dc, dc in next 3 dcs) 3 times*. Repeat * to * with each of B, C, D 
(60 dc) 
 
Rnd 6: With D, *(2dc in next dc, dc in ndxt 4 dcs) 3 times*. Repeat * to * with each of A, B, C. 
(72 dc) 
 
 
Continue in established pattern, increasing 12 dc each round. The first colour of each round is 
the last colour of the previous round.  
 
Finishing: the piece is finished when one yarn runs out. To finish do hdc in next dc, sc in next 
dc, sl st to fasten off.
